Application for use of Studios 
The Abbey Road Artists Studios is a resource for artists of all disciplines set in the heart of Athlone Town. It comprises of four individual studios for short and long term letting on ground level, each with power and water and a large communal space upstairs suitable for group workshops which can be allocated on a daily basis. The Studios are intrinsically linked to the Athlone Art Gallery which is available for exhibition purposes associated with work undertaken at the studios.

APPLICATION PROCEDURE

Artists are asked to submit the following 

1) 2 x cover letters to include

• the proposed use of the studio

• proposed use of the gallery / workshop space - if relevant

• proposed community involvement / projects – if relevant

• the length of time the studio is sought for.
2) 2 x current CV
3) A stamped self addressed envelope for the return of documentation.

Documentation will not be returned unless this in included.
4) Documentation of your work

• Up to 8 still images – slides, photographs, laser prints

• Video – European VHS – should not exceed more than 10 minutes footage

• Catalogues, books, publications, reviews

• CD Rom / DVD

N.B. On no account should original work / master copies be submitted.

LETTINGS

It is the policy of Athlone Art and Heritage Ltd. to let the individual studios for a minimum of 1 month and a maximum of 12 months. After this period an artist can apply for an extension of the letting for a period of up to 4 years and 9 months. It is at the discretion of the Company if

a) an artist will be offered a renewal of their letting

b) the terms of the renewal including the length of the letting

SELECTION OF ARTISTS

All applications will be placed before an independent selection committee who will make recommendations on the allocation of studios to artists. Final approval of allocations rests with Athlone Art & Heritage Ltd. The committee relies solely on the information supplied in the applications received. The committee reserves the right to shortlist artists/groups on the basis of applications received and to call artists for interview if deemed necessary. The committee reserves the right to have a panel of artists in place if studios become available at short notice. Canvassing will disqualify.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF ACCEPTANCE

• Each artist will be issued with a legal license agreement for their studio at the complex.

• Each artist will be required to pay €150 per month by standing order for the studio inclusive of heat, light, etc.

• A deposit of €150 will be required once a studio is awarded and this will be repaid to the artist once the studio has been vacated and is deemed to be left in good working order by Athlone Art & Heritage Ltd.

• All artists agree to be bound by the operational rules and terms and conditions of the Abbey Road Artists Studios, which shall be provided to them when an offer of a studio is made. The Company reserves the right to terminate a rental for failure to use the premises for the manner in which it is intended.

COMMUNAL STUDIO / WORKSHOP

This work space at Abbey Road will be let to individuals and groups on an ad hoc basis through a pre-booking system. The rental rate will be €20 per day or €10 for any period of up to 4 hours. Users of this space will be required to provide PL insurances in respect of any claims or damages arising from their activities, materials, equipment or works of art.
