Abbey Road Artists Studio Athlone - Letting Policy

General Information:

· The Abbey Road Artists Studios is a studio resource for artists of all disciplines provided by Athlone Art & Heritage Ltd. 
· It comprises of 4 individual studios each with power and water, which are allocated for a minimum period of 3 months. 
· Shared Bathroom facilities are available 
Allocation of Studios

· Each artist is allocated one independent studio. 
· Keys to the communal area are provided. 
· An open door policy to the studios is the preference of the Company.  However, it is at the discretion of individual artists if they wish to operate an open door policy at their studio or if they wish to confine it to a working space. If licensees do not wish to operate an open door policy, they must agree to participate in communal events e.g. open days, exhibitions etc. 
Insurance

· The Abbey Road Artists Studios has public liability insurance for the structure.  The contents of individual units or the activities of the users are not insured against theft, damage or claims for damage to third parties.  It is the responsibility of the licencees to arrange such insurance.  

Housekeeping

· All artists are asked to respect the communal areas of the studios and to maintain a clean working environment for everyone. 
· The artists shall be responsible for the cleaning of the communal areas, their own individual units and for the disposal of any waste created. 
Security

· Each artist is responsible for opening and closing the access doors as they leave each evening and for ensuring that the lobby area is locked. 
Rent:

· The rent is €150 per month payable in advance by bank transfer to Athlone Art & Heritage Ltd.  It is the responsibility of each licensee to arrange for a standing order to be set up from their own account for the monthly rent to Athlone Art & Heritage Ltd. 
Workshop Space

· A workshop / exhibition space is available for hire by the community / outside artists / licensees for use for classes, workshops, talks etc. which are being run on a non commercial basis. 
· Preference will be given to licensees and it will be allocated on a first come, first serve basis. 
· A schedule of use will be displayed in the communal facility. 
· If the licensee does not have insurance to cover use of the workshop space, the workshops must be run through the Arts Office – details from the Arts Officer. 
· It is the responsibility of the exhibiting artist to man the exhibition. 
Ethos

The Abbey Road Artists Studios is primarily a work space for professional artists but community interest in the facility is actively sought. Artists should be respectful of the community at all times.

Artists should aim to utilize the studio space as much as possible.
